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In Peru by Pat Clark  
 
For years I have been tempted by the wonderful travel opportunities offered by PTPI International, 

so when the Educational and Humanitarian Initiative to Peru was presented, I decided now was 

the time.  I had been fascinated by Peru and the Land of the Incas since studying South America 

in college.  This tour included many of the areas I have wanted to see and a unique opportunity to 

interact with the Peruvians.  

 

We visited many famous sites including Cusco, Machu Picchu, the Nazca Lines and the Ballestas 

Islands.  The group also toured a commercial farm, had textile and pottery demonstrations and 

even attended a Peruvian cooking class (I ate more than I cooked).  One of the highlights for me 

was while visiting the Incan ruins at Sacsayhuaman a Shaman performed a blessing ceremony for 

our group. 

 

Because the mission of the trip was educational and humanitarian we were treated to lunch with 

the Cusco Lions Club who sponsor a childrenõs lunch program and provide medical and dental 

care.  PTPI International presented the Lions Club with a donation to continue their important 

program. We also visited a rural school in Cacchiccata where we gave the children breakfast, 

school supplies and a new computer printer.  In Lima we went to the US Embassy and heard from 

embassy personnel about their mission in Peru.  Besides promoting trade agreements between the 

US and Peru, the embassy is involved in finding alternatives to coca cultivation and supporting 

Peruvian cultural preservation.  We also were able to attend a dinner with members of the Lima 

PTPI Chapter a few of whom plan to be at the September Worldwide Conference. 

 

Each day of our trip was filled with wonderful experiences including first rate accommodations 

and incredibly knowledgeable tour guides.  I made many new friends among my fellow delegates 

and hope to see them again in future adventures.  Someday, I hope you all have a chance to 

take a similar trip.

DIANE DAVIS ð Operation International Children (OIC)  
 

Operation International Children  (formerly Operation Iraqi Children) is a 

grass-roots program founded in early 2004 by actor Gary Sinise and author 

Laura Hillenbrand. Sinise and Hillenbrand created OIC to give concerned 

Americans a way to reach out to war-stricken Iraqi children and support 

American troops in their efforts to assist them. 

 

Since its inception, OIC has delivered nearly 275,000 school supply kits, 

along with more than half a million toys and thousands of Arabic-

language books, shoes, blankets, backpacks and sets of sports 

equipment, all of which have been distributed to Iraqi and Afghan 

children by our troops. While we remain committed to our work in Iraq, 

OIC has expanded its mission, sending school supplies to Afghanistan and 

other nations, where American troops are distributing them to children in 

need. In the future, we will continue to broaden our efforts across the 

world. 

 

Student Ambassadors from all over Arizona collected over 300 school kits, 

backpacks and stuffed animals, over 1000 lbs, of school supplies.  Diane  

Davis and her husband Bill, spent many hours removing unneeded 

packaging, putting the school supply kits together, and then packing 

those into boxes for shipping to Kansas City where they will then be sent 

overseas and distributed by our servicemen and women.
